Rules and Conditions of Entry

1 All classes run under British Dressage rules.

2 British Riding Club tack rules and dress guidelines will apply. A copy of
these will be made available to anyone providing a stamped addressed A5
envelope to the secretary.

3 The judge’s decision is final.

4 Health and safety. The organisers of this event have taken reasonable
precautions to ensure the health and safety of everyone present. For these
matters to be effective, everyone must take all reasonable precautions to avoid
and prevent accidents occuring and must obey the instructions of the
organisers and of all officials/stewards.

5 Juniors are those not yet aged 18 at the start of the series 23/10/10.

6 All competitors must have adequate insurance to cover any incident that
may be caused by them or their animals.

7 Riders and spectators use the facilities entirely at their own risk and neither
Honnington Equestrian Centre nor the Honnington Riding Club can be held
responsible for any accident, injury or loss to those present.

8 Hats must be worn at all times when mounted and must be up to current
safety standards.

9 Horses or ponies must be 4 years or older to compete.

10 Any objections must be lodged with the Secretary in writing with a £15
cash deposit and submitted within 30 minutes of the class ending. The deposit
is refundable if the objection is upheld.

11 No entry will be refunded without a veterinary or medical certificate.

12 No dogs allowed.

13. Score sheets will only be available after the last rider in each

class has competed.

Tests will be ridden on our all weather rubberised outdoor school (or indoor sand
school depending on the weather and school conditions.)

Each class will award 1st to 6th place rosettes
Championship Points will be awarded as follows: 1st -10; 2nd - 8; 3rd - 6; 4th - 4; 5th - 2; 6th - 1.

CLASS 1

PRELIM TEST NO. 1 (2006)

Not open to any rider who has competed in any affiliated classes (BD, BE or BS).

Riders not to have been placed 12" or 3rd in any Prelim Test before 15 October 2010.
This class is aimed at riders with little competitive dressage experience.

CLASS 2

PRELIM TEST NO. 12 (2005)

Not open to riders or horses that have been placed 15t in any Novice Test before 15t Octo-
ber 2010. Riders wishing to compete HC must declare this in advance on their entry form.
CLASS 3

NOVICE TEST NO. 30 (2006)

Not open to riders or horses that have been placed 1%t in any Elementary Test before 1t
October 2010. Riders wishing to compete HC must declare this in advance on their entry
form.

CLASS 4

ELEMENTARY TEST NO. 42 (2008)
Open to all riders and horses

CHAMPIONSHIP CLASSES AND AWARDS 2nd April 2011

Rider and horse combinations qualify for the Championship once they have won 10 points.
Riders may qualify for more than one Championship Class. The Championship Trophy will
be awarded to the rider who has accumulated the most points riding the same horse in a
Single class throughout the series (including the Championship Classes).

CLASS 1: PRELIM 10 (2002)
Champion’s sash. Vouchers: 1st £15, 2nd £10, 3rd £5 and rosettes to 6th place

CLASS 2: PRELIMINARY 18 (2002)
Champion’s sash. Vouchers: 1st £15, 2nd £10, 3rd £5 and rosettes to 6th place

CLASS 3: NOVICE 36 (2002)
Champion’s sash. Vouchers: 1st £15, 2nd £10, 3rd £5 and rosettes to 6th place

CLASS 4: ELEMENTARY 44 (2002)
Champion’s sash. Vouchers: 1st £15, 2nd £10, 3rd £5 and rosettes to 6th place

horse and rider details at their own expense. A £20 deposit is required if the winner wishes
to take the trophy home until 15t March 2012 and they must sign a form to agree to return
it undamaged by that date.
